HOA VACATION RENTALS GUIDELINES
BE RESPECTFUL

Be kind and respectful of the locals, the local way of life and the slower paced culture.  A little kindness goes a long way in our small community.

DON’T BE NOISY

Keep the noise down after a reasonable hour of 10pm.  You may be on vacation but those around you likely aren’t.

RESPECT PROPERTY BOUNDARIES

Stick to public lands and the property associated with your rental.  Do not venture onto your neighbor’s property or any other private land.  Recreate responsibly and leave no trace.

KNOW WHO TO CALL

Call the property manager or homeowner with questions and concerns; do not knock on your neighbor’s door.

TRASH AND BEAR SAFETY

Minimize trash by bringing only what you need and keeping your food, drinks and supplies to a manageable level.  Use provided bear-proof trash containers and keep trash in designated, secure areas.  Unsecured trash attracts bears.

BE FIRE SAFE

If your rental has a fire pit, practice fire safety.  Never leave fires unattended.  Extinguish fires completely.  Follow fireworks rules.  Dispose of cigarettes properly.  Montana is susceptible to wildland fires in the summer—do your part to minimize the risk.

Contact County/State for rules and regulations concerning vacational rentals.
